9.15 am Bus departs Parklake Motel

We have about 3/4 hour trip along the Goulburn Valley
Highway roughly following the Gouburn River to the Mitchelton
Winery.

10.10am

Mitchelton Winery was established in 1969 and opened in
1974 making a mark on the landscape with its grand
architecture, especially the tower. The cellar door is open and
specialises in shiraz, marsanne and riesling. There is also a
rare viognier roussanne and a mourvedre grenache shiraz.

We have morning tea in the restaurant, pictured right.

Apart from morning tea you can taste the wine, visit the art
gallery, stretch your legs around the garden and lawns to the
Goulburn River and take the lift up the tower to view the
surrounding countryside.

11.15am

We leave Mitchelton to visit the nearby Chateau Tahbilk
Winery not far north along the Gouburn. Tahbilk is Victoria’s
oldest winery established in 1860. This winery is in stark
contrast to the modern architecture and processing at
Mitchelton. Tahbilk “1860 Vines” Shiraz is produced from a Y2
hectare ungrafted pre-phylloxera original estate planting —
some of the oldest Shiraz vines in the world.Here we have a
guided tour of the underground cellars and some time to taste
the wine.

12.00

A short stroll to the Wetlands Café is next, taking in the
character and charm of the old winery as we go.

The Wetlands Café overlooks the Tahbilk Wetlands and
Wildlife Reserve. It is also home to the Dalfarras range of
premium quality wines and Dalfarras Gallery. After a leisurely
lunch in the café enjoying its contemporary cuisine, you can
take a boat punt around the wetlands and/or combine it with a
walk... or just take a walk along the nature walking paths and
timber boardwalks.

2.00pm

From Tahbilk we travel north to Longleat Winery at Murchison
also on the Goulburn River — about the same age as
Mitchelton Winery but much smaller. It is owned by Guido and
Sandra Vazzoler. The 40 acre property grows Shiraz and
Cabernet Sauvignon grapes for premium red wines and
Semillon and Riesling grapes for delicate white wines.

Afternoon tea — coffee/tea/soft drink and slice/cake. Guido has
many years experience making fine wines while Sandra
makes cheese using Goulburn Valley cows milk. Since
purchasing the vineyard they have established a casual café
specialising in cheese platters. Visitors can taste the wines
with the winemaker and the cheese with the cheesemaker.
Sandra who has just returned from a ‘cheese making’ trip to
Italy, will talk to us about her experience.
